BATU HUAU

General

The small island of Sumbawa, east of Bali, and
part of the vast archipelago of Indonesia, is now
home to one of the world’s largest gold mines.

In recent years PT. Newmont Nusa Tenngara
have constructed a vast facility on this previously
remote part of the world’s fourth most populous
nation.

The open cut mine will eventually be 930m in
depth and around 2km in diameter. In full
production up to 600,000 tonnes of rock will be
excavated each day, with an estimated 3 billion
tonnes to be mined over the lifespan of this mine.

Other than the ongoing mining operations ,
significant works have been undertaken at the
port to facilitate shipping movements. Also a
temporary townsite, at Buin Batu, has been
erected, with housing to accommodate in excess
of 3,000 people, along with all the necessary
infrastructure works to maintain reasonable
standards of education, health care and
recreational facilities.

Within the backdrop of this major engineering
project, Maccaferri Asia’s product range and
expertise have been used to advantage by the
contractors.
